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The History and Development of the World's Finest Beef Breed

The Aberdeen-Angus breed was developed in the early part of the 19th century from the
polled and predominantly black cattle of north east Scotland, known locally as “doddies” and
“hummlies”.

The earliest families trace back to the middle of the eighteenth century but it was much later
that the Herd Book (1862) and the Society (1879) were founded. The breed’s establishment
was entirely due to the efforts of three very progressive lairds and farmers of that time.

Hugh Watson became tenant of Keillor Farm in Angus in 1808. He gathered stock widely and
produced cattle of outstanding quality and character.

William McCombie took the farm of Tillyfour in Aberdeenshire in 1824 and founded a herd
from predominantly Keillor bloodlines. His well-documented close breeding produced
outstanding cattle that he showed widely in England and France. The reputation of the
Aberdeen-Angus breed was founded on the efforts of the McCombie family.

Sir George Macpherson-Grant returned to his inherited estate at Ballindalloch, on the River
Spey, from Oxford in 1861 and took up the refining of the breed that was to be his life’s work
for almost 50 years.

By line breeding and selection for type, these early pioneers established the foundation for
what is unarguably the greatest beef breed in the world.

In those early days Britain was regarded as the fount of Aberdeen-Angus genetics and leading
world breeders came here to source stock. The export market has continued to favour the
Aberdeen-Angus breed and now breeders look worldwide to source the very best genetics.

Today, the Society has cemented its position as the world’s finest beef breed with worldwide
recognition producing premium quality beef. The Society has built a strong relationship with
supermarkets including Waitrose and Marks & Spencer as well as restaurants, farm shops and
butchers, building the demand from consumers to a level where the beef can command a
higher selling price.
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Historie a vyvoj nejlepsiho masného plemene na svété

Plemeno Aberdeen-Angus vzniklo na pocatku 19. stoleti v severovychodnim Skotsku z
bezrohého a prevazné cerného skotu, znamého mistne jako "doddies" a "hummlies".

Nejstarsi rodiny zvirat se datuji az do poloviny osmnactého stoleti, ale aZ mnohem pozdéji
byla zaloZzena plemenna kniha (1862) a spole¢nost chovateld (1879). Plemeno se zavedlo
vyhradné diky Usili tfi velmi pokrokovych statkar( a sedlak( té doby.

Hugh Watson se stal v roce 1808 najemcem farmy Keillor v oblasti Angus. Vybral zvirata
z Sirokého okoli a vyslechtil dobytek vyjimecné kvality a charakteru.

William McCombie pfevzal v roce 1824 farmu Tillyfour v hrabstvi Aberdeen a zalozil stado
prevazné z linii chovu Keillor. Jeho dobfe zdokumentovana pfibuzenska plemenitba vedla

k vyslechténi vynikajiciho dobytka, ktery predvadél po celé Anglii i Francii. Véhlas plemene
Aberdeen-Angus byl zalozen na Usili rodiny McCombie.

Sir George Macpherson-Grant se v roce 1861 vratil z Oxfordu na zdédéné panstvi v
Ballindalloch na fece Spey. Zacal plemeno vylepSovat, a to se stalo jeho Zivotni naplni na
témér 50 let.

Diky liniové plemenitbé a vybéru zvirat odpovidajicich plemennému typu, polozili tito
prakopnici zaklad pro to, co je dnes nepochybné nejvétsi masné plemeno na svété.

V onéch prvnich dnech byla Britanie povaZovana za zdroj genetiky Aberdeen-Angus a nejlepsi
svétovi chovatelé sem pfijizdéli pro plemenna zvifata. Vyvoz zvifat pokracuje dodnes a
podporuje tak plemeno Aberdeen-Angus. Dnes chovatelé vyhledavaji tu nejlepsi genetiku po
celém svéte.

V soucasnosti ma Spolec¢nost chovatell Aberdeen Angus vydobytou pozici nejlepsiho
masného plemene s celosvétoveé uznavanou produkci hovéziho masa prémiové kvality.
Spole¢nost vybudovala silny vztah se supermarkety, napf. Waitrose nebo & Spencer, stejné
tak jako s restauracemi, farmarskymi prodejnami a fezniky. To zpUsobilo tak velkou poptavku
spotrebitell, Ze si maso Aberdeen Angus mUzZe diktovat vyssi prodejni cenu.
